Compared IRLA Data between two students….one student had multiple absences while the other student missed a few days.  Both students started on the same IRLA level (2R) and the student who missed multiple days stayed at 2R while the student who only missed a few days of school was able to move up to the next level (White).
What we do at GTES regarding attendance:  Tier 1 (80%): ice cream and brownie party; Tier 2 (no more than 15%):  letters sent home and attendance group; Tier 3 (no more than 5%):  truancy referrals to state attorneys

Students get rewarded for being here everyday….hold a drawing at the end of each month for those kids who have come to school everyday.
